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If you choose any of those tours, we recommend you to arrive in the afternoon around Misahuallí.
From the bus terminal in Quito you could take a bus to Tena in the Napo province and from there you can go by 
bus  (45 minutes) o taxi (20 minutes) to Puerto Misahuallí. There are di�erent accommodation options, all tours 
start at the o�ce of Selva Verde Tours next to the main square. 

Itinerary and description of the full day tour:

The tour starts after breakfast at 08:00am from the Selva 
Verde Tours o�ce. We head out by rowing canoe to the 
Pakay lagoon where we can spot birds and monkeys. After a 
short walk in the jungle, we can watch how locals make 
chocolate and later on we visit the animal rescue center 
“Amazonico” and a lagoon with caimans. At the end we visit 
a local women’s project to see how traditional potter ware 
and handicrafts are made. End of tour at the Selva Verde 
Tours o�ce.

Included in the price of the full day tour are:

• Transportation by motorized canoe on the Napo 
 River and by rowing canoe on the lagoon
• Breakfast and lunch
• Puri�ed drinking water, lemonade, sodas or beer
• Entry fees
• Certi�ed bilingual guide (English and Spanish)
